UPLOAD the following in one separate document with student name in the header. For example: Rutkowski-Joan-Proposal.pdf.:

I. Project Description (no more than 500 words, double-spaced):  Briefly describe the research that is proposed, including methodologies and approaches. Summarize the scholarly and creative aspects of the project and how this supports your educational objectives.  What are the expected outcomes from your research (e.g. senior thesis, or an increased understanding of research), and how will you achieve these outcomes?  At the end, in 2-3 sentences, describe how, in the short or long term, the research might contribute to knowledge about aging that will enhance health, lengthen life, and/or reduce illness and disability in older adults.

II. Synergy (no more than 250 words, double-spaced):  What aspects of your research enhance collaborative learning between you and your project advisor? What are the leveraging opportunities for funding or further research? In other words, will the project lead to additional opportunities for either you or the advisor? This could include new or additional funding for the work, and/or professional or creative opportunities that would not have otherwise been developed. Is the activity being used as a mechanism to fund a project, such as a senior thesis?
